Paschal Processional

Common Chant, Tone 6
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Traditionally the clergy choir sings the Paschal Processional hymn two-and-a half-times, each time louder than the
preceding. The third time, they are joined by the choir and the people at the words “enable us on earth...” / “make us
on earth also worthy...”.
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
