{TROPARION OF PASCHA)

After separating from the State Church of Russia in the 1660's, the Russian Old Believers (staroobriadtsy) continued to
adhere to the ancient musical heritage of monophonic znamenny chant; in the meantime, the rest of the Russian Church gradually
embraced part-singing in the Western European manner. Small groups of Old Believers settled in the United States and Canada,
where they have preserved a unique lifestyle not unlike that of the seventeenth century.

The chant of the Troparion Christ is Risen, used as the basis for the three present harmoniza 3
in one of these communities during a Paschal service. The melody was transcribed from the tape Yy Vadimig Moposan and
